Grade 8- English (week 3)

Conjunctions

Conjunctions increase our ability to string words and phrases together and produce more meaning and
complexity in our writing. The three types of conjunctions: Coordinating Conjunctions; Subordinating
Conjunctions; Correlative Conjunctions.

Coordinating conjunctions join words or ideas together. For example, if you stated you like
chicken and fish, “and” is acting as a coordinating conjunction. It joins the two nouns in question
together: chicken and fish. There are seven coordinating conjunctions in English:

e For e Or
e And o Yet
e Nor e So
e But

Subordinating Conjunctions

Subordinating conjunctions join independent and dependent clauses together. The subordinating
conjunction indicates the relationship between the clauses, such as time place cause, or effect. It also
shows that the less important idea in the sentence is introduced by the dependent, or subordinate,
clause. Common subordinating conjunctions include:

o After e Than

e As e That

e Since e Though
e Because e Thus

e Before e Until

e Inorder that e  Whether
o |f e While

e Now that e When

Correlative Conjunctions

Correlative conjunctions link sentence elements that go together. They always come in pairs, including:
e either/or e notonly/but also
e neither/nor; e whether/or
